Americans often have short conversations, called small talk, with strangers they meet. Such 	

chats occur at bus stops, on buses, in elevators, while waiting in line— almost anywhere that 	

strangers gather together. These short verbal exchanges are a way to say hello and express 

friendliness. They usually cover a broad range of topics. These may （　ア　） weather, 

customer service, movies, TV shows, or consumer products. Personal questions about money, 

family, religious beliefs, and politics are avoided during these conversations. It’s best to ask 

open-ended questions. If you ask visitors whether they like your city, they may say simply, 

“Yes.” But if you say, “What do you think of our city?” they will have more freedom in 

answering. This type of question also shows that you are interested in their （　イ　）. If you 

appear interested in what people are saying, they feel more （　ウ　） talking with you.

Americans end many conversations with the phrase “Have a nice day” or “Have a good 

day.” Store clerks often say this to customers after purchases are made. They might not 

really mean it, but studies have shown that it makes many people feel （　エ　）. People get a 

sense that others care about them rather than ignoring them.

How did English get to be so widely used? It’s not the oldest living language or the most 

beautiful to the ear. It has sounds that are hard to pronounce and words that are hard to 

spell. So why has this p

articular language spread so far? 

Part of the answer can be found in the nature of the language. English has certain 

q
ウ
ualities that make it especially useful. For one thing, its grammar is quite simple, making it 

easier to learn. 

English also has a huge vocabulary. It has always taken words from other European 

languages, including Latin and Greek. After 1066, when invaders from France c
エ
ame to power 

in England, E
オ
nglish gained many French words. Since that time, English has welcomed 

words from many other languages—Spanish, Arabic, Chinese, and Japanese, to name just a 

few.

To understand the spread of English, we also have to look at political and economic 

history. During the 1600s and 1700s, people from England traveled all over the world, taking 

their language to North America, Africa, India, and Australia. New nations were born, and 

their governments used English. Then in the 1800s, England led the Industrial Revolution, 

and London became the world’s great （　 カ 　） center. That made English the language of 

money. In the 1900s, it also became the language of science and air travel. 

Then came the Internet. As Filiz Yilmaz says, “People at my company realized that the 

Internet could be quite useful to us. But at first, everything online was in English. It gave us 

another reason to know this language.” Soon businesspeople in many countries were going 

online and using English more and more. 

Today, there are about 400 million n
キ
ative speakers of English. While many more people 

speak Mandarin Chinese—about 900 million—few of them are outside China. People who 

speak English, on the other hand, live and work all over the world. There are more than 

1.5 billion people who speak it as a second, third, or fourth language. Yilmaz says, “With 

so many people using English, I can’t imagine any other language t

aking its place. I think 

English for business remains forever.”
