In a classroom where English serves as a second or third language for students, my primary goal is to
encourage as much interaction and speaking as possible. To achieve this, I implement a 70-30 rule, ensuring
that students engage in conversation for 70% (or more) of the class time, while the teacher speaks for 30%
(or less). For this approach to be effective, it is essential that students come to class prepared, having
completed their assignments. Homework often includes online learning components designed to enhance
vocabulary and grammar skills, while small writing tasks are intended for verbal sharing during class
discussions. This structure fosters an inclusive environment where every student has the opportunity to

contribute, ensuring that no one feels disengaged. Instead of relying heavily on tests, the evaluation process

primarily focuses on students’ completion of homework and their active participation in class discussions.

Community service is a vital aspect of my educational philosophy, and in 2025, my seminar and
internship students had the opportunity to make a significant impact on the local community
through various initiatives.

e One highlight was taking three separate classes to a local orphanage, where they engaged in
playtime activities such as storytelling, games, and crafts.

e These experiences not only fostered cultural exchange and emotional connections but also promoted
personal growth for both students and orphans.

e Many of my students, coming from diverse countries such as the United States, Korea, China, and
the Philippines, developed valuable leadership and cultural adaptation skills while interacting with
children from different backgrounds.

e Moreover, some of the international students returned to the orphanage on their own time to
volunteer regularly throughout the year.

Another successful initiative was a fundraising campaign for Food Bank Kansai that I organized in

collaboration with Konan University during an English and Leadership summer day camp.

e This event saw participation from 32 students and seven teachers representing various nationalities.

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e The morning session featured a variety of 55-minute mini-courses taught in English, covering topics
such as acoustic guitar playing, drawing, painting, kickboxing, pickleball, Indonesian language,
Burmese language, and more.

e This format allowed participants to explore new subjects while enhancing their English
communication skills.

e In the afternoon, we conducted an urban gardening event, where students mixed various soils,
fertilizers, and seeds to make “seed bombs” to plant at home.

e We also held team-building activities, such as a mystery hunt where students had to decipher clues
hidden across the campus to solve a mystery.

e Throughout the day, we collected donations from both students and teachers for Food Bank Kansai,
and all proceeds were used to purchase rice, the most urgently needed item, benefiting the
Nishinomiya community.

Participating in fundraising activities not only empowers students to contribute meaningfully to
their community but also instills in them a sense of responsibility and compassion that can last a

lifetime.
